e  What would we do if we only had 100 days left to “get our house in order?”

Wow! Come on and join us, as we add a little urgency to our Christian walk, and
target Qur Next 100 Days! Pray about those questions, and make a list of the
objectives you want to achieve over the next 100 days. Invite your family members
and friends to join in. We’ve been praying for President Obama; let’s extend this as
we pray for each other’s next 100 days!

Bring your list to church this Sunday or next Sunday. Lay it at the altar. We’ll give
them all to the Lord — we’ll pray over them and consecrate them - and covenant
together that all of us will be blessed by this exercise in faithfulness, and will be
successful in our efforts.
